Ancestors
The Brown Brothers

Levi W and Andrew J. Brown were the children of William and Elizabeth Brown. They were both born in Georgia. Levi, the oldest of the sons was born around 1840 with Andrew being born in May of 1845. They moved into Alabama after 1850 and settled in Lawrence County. Andrew and Levi both served in Company E of the 5th Alabama Cavalry under Colonel Josiah Patterson. Andrew enlisted in November of 1863 at Oakville, Alabama. For much of the war Levi and Andrew served in the North Alabama area, frequently crossing the Tennessee River as troops were shuffled from North Alabama into Southern Tennessee. The 5th Alabama Cavalry for much of its operations was assigned to General Roddy’s command with Roddy reporting to General Joseph Wheeler and at the end of the war the 5th was assigned to General Nathan B. Forrest. It was during one of the river crossings at Decatur that Andrew was shot in the leg. His horse was killed and he had to fight his way to safety. Andrew got frostbite in his feet the winter of 1864-65 and he was discharged. Levi fought on with the 5th and fought in the battle for Selma. There he was captured but managed to escape with several others. They made their way back into North Alabama where finally they surrendered with the remainder of the 5th Cavalry at Danville, Alabama in May of 1865.

Andrew became an itinerant peddler after the war because he was not able to farm. 

Andrew Brown was the great grandfather of Donnie Brown. Donnie is a member of the Sons of Liberty Camp #580, Decatur, Alabama.
