Oscar Ewing Stuart was born 21 August 1841 in Meadville,
Mississippi and died 3 May 1863 in battle on Marye’s Heights,
Fredricksburg, Virginia.

Oscar had two brothers and three sisters. When his mother died his
father sent Oscar and his siblings to be raised by their aunt, Ann

Lewis Hardeman. Oscar enrolled at the University of Mississippi in
1859. When the war broke out in 1861, he quit college and he and his brother, James Hardeman
Stuart enlisted in the ¥8Miississippi Infantry Regiment, Company K (Burt's Rifles) at Jackson,
Mississippi as privates on April ¥2 1861, just ten days after Fort Sumter. They trained for a
couple of months and then were mustered in at Corinth. Th&isissippi then started to

Virginia on June 1 and arrived at Camp Walker near Manassas Junction on Jine 18

Oscar was promoted to Sgt. Major on Jun& 2861 and James was assigned to the signal corps
and was soon appointed to the staff of HfscBusin, General J.E.B. Stuart. Shortly before the
battle of Manassas, Oscar was stricken with the measles and was Beridsgital where he
stayed for 11 days. He rejoined his unit and they encamped at Leesburg, Viggmiaugust

1861 to March 1862. The £&articipated in the CSA victory at the battle of Leesburg (Balls
Bluff) and Oscar was wounded in the arm. He received a furlough and he traveketbhom
Mississippi where he recuperated from his injury. He returned back to his unit, wascttillv
encamped at Leesburg. The'Mississippi was added to th® Brigade and the"7became the

1% Brigade, ' Division Potomac District, Department of Northern Virginia. When General
Griffith took command of the Brigade Oscar was offered the position of Secret@eneral
Griffith. He declined the position since he was already a Sgt. Major aaswtle acting

Adjutant. In March 1862 the™Brigade joined the main army at Rapidan Station and were soon
transferred to the peninsula. Oscar fell ill in May and missed the battfesrdaks, Savage
Station and Malvern Hill all part of the Seven Days Campaign. General Iewiis killed at
Savage Station and was replaced by William Barksdale. Oscar rejoinedithentein July

1862. The Brigade became part of Longstreets Corps and on Au d north to join the
Maryland Campaign already in progress. James Hardeman Stuart was KBlewetion

Heights, August 1862 during the second battle of Manassas. He had just received his
commission as Captain, signal officer for General J.E.B. Stuart’s staff.

In the meantime, the youngest brother Edward Stuart joined the regiment ma/ingduly

1862. When he learned of his brother’s death he spent three days searching for his brothers
grave. Near dusk on the third day Edward found his brothers grave. It had been marked with a
crude wooden headboard.

In the month of September 1862 thd"M8ississippi took an active part in battles at Harpers
Ferry and Sharpsburg. The regiment retreated from Sharpsburg to WinchdsteNavember
1862 they moved to Fredricksburg. General Lee’s report mentions the heroicomitednd by
the Mississippians. The regiment wintered in Fredricksburg picketing the Rappek just as



it had the Potomac a year earlier. Oscar Stuart was commissioriéttagdjutant in
November / December 1862.

Oscar returned home on furlough one last time from
March 18" to April 17", 1863. He then rejoined his _
regiment at Fredricksburg. Shortly after his return the
Chancellorsville Campaign began. During this
campaign the 8was left to guard the Fredricksburg
crossings, but was withdrawn when heavy fighting
started upstream. On May 3, 1863 tief@deral Corp.,
30,000 strong was seen across Fredricksburg. The 18
and three companies of the®2hade a hasty about facé
to meet the threat. “A more heroic struggle was neve
made by a mere handful of men against overwhelmir
odds,” Barksdale reported. After being driven from thelr

position, remnants of the $8allied on the heights and made a spirited resistance but could not
contend against the odds. The losses in tHenkge 25 killed, 43 wounded and the remainder of
the regiment was captured. It was at this battle that Oscar Stu#rteddis life for the
Confederacy. Oscar's commanding officer, John Barksdale wrote to Osthes....... Your

son was killed in the engagement at Marye’s Hill. Some of the men of his regepentthat he
and several others were shot after they were compelled to surrender. Thighwksddne in the
heat and excitement of battle when men’s passions set all restrainbatdefnd was not the
result of deliberate determination to give no quarter”. Oscar is buried in thed€uatte

Cemetery at Fredricksburg, Virginia.

2. Eligibility: Any Alabama Division camp member in good standing, who is at least 12 years of
age and who has demonstrated his desire and ability to serve as a GUARDIAN.
All compatriots are encouraged to participate in the program to honor our aneestbos
protect their final resting place.

3. DUTIES & RESPONSIBILITIES:

(A) He shall care for and protect the gave(s) of a Confederate Veteramngisat the
gravesite is kept clean and well maintained year round. He shall perform these duti
personally unless he is physically unable because of health reasons. At no linhesha
responsibilities be passed on to another without the approval of the GUARDIAN
committee for the Alabama Division.

(B) He will be responsible to appropriately mark the grave so it is designatduhalsrasting
place of a Confederate Veteran. This can be by stone, plaque, Cross of Honor, etc.
He will also be responsible for replacing or repairing any marker thatris, wamaged or
destroyed.

(C) He shall personally visit the grave a minimum of four times a year to incloaiederate
Memorial Day or at least one week prior. He shall place a wreath or aGomédiderate
flag or both on the grave.

Individuals who wish to participate in the GUARDIAN program must complete and
submit the Guardian Application form to their Camp Commander. The Camp
Commander will submit the form to the Guardian Committee of the DiviSioa.
application must be accompanied with a map showing the location of the gravesite
along with written driving instructions to the cemetery. A before phobgraph of the
gravesite must also be submitted before approval. An after photograph can be
submitted for the file as work is completed.

The applicant must also remit a one-time $10.00 fee with the application to cover the
cost of the GUARDIAN pin and certificate, which will be awarded upon the candidate’s
approval for membership in the GUARDIAN program. The fee is non-refundable.

Individuals who are not accepted into the GUARDIAN program will be giwen a
explanation in writing by the Review Committee. The applicant can request ah appea
of the decision. The Review Committee will review the applicants appeal andaender
decision. The decision of the Review Committee is final.

Multiple Gravesites: GUARDIANS may care for more than one gravesite and will be
recognized by the Guardian Review Committee. Special certificatadioations on the
Guardian pin may be authorized to signify the care of multiple veterans’ graves
Normally no more than 25 gravesites will be authorized for a Guardian to cafééor
Review Committee may authorize more than 25 on a case by case basis uadeicthe
of the applicants Camp Commander.

Forfeiture of Guardian position: A Guardian who cannot meet the requirements of his
position due to relocation, health or other reasons must notify the Review Committee.
All fees are non-refundable.

Begqueathing of GUARDIAN position: A Guardian may transfer his responsibilities as

a Guardian to another SCV member in good standing with prior approval by the Review
Committee. There is $10.00 fee for transferring the Guardianship. This feeweitl c

the new Guardian’s membership pin and certificate. If he is already in thdi@uar
program there will be a $3.00 fee to cover the certificate designating the new
guardianship he is undertaking.

Revocation of GUARDIAN status: The Review Committee may revoke the status of a
participant in the Guardian program if he fails to carry out his duties and respbesibil
as outlined. The Committee reserves the right to inspect, with or without notice, any
GUARDIAN'’S Confederate Veteran's gravesite to confirm compliamitle all of the

rules and regulations specified in the program.

(E) Wilderness Gravesite: This is a gravesite that is completely neglected or abandoned in

a remote area. Application for this special designation must be accompaniedavéh be
and after pictures of the gravesite and the Guardian must meet akgtiemnents of

the program. If this status is approved the applicant will be approved to wear a sil
star on a ribbon attached to the Guardian pin.
