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Fiddlers Convention

Our primary fundraiser of the year is the Athens
Fiddlers Convention. This year there are some rule
changes that will effect us in several ways. First,
the percentage of the required contribution has
changed to a minimum of 25% of gross sales. This
change alone amounts to a $750 loss of revenue
based on last years numbers. What this change
also does is that it restricts the amount of food you
want to try to sell. We will have to pay 25% of our
gross and then lose on the expense side if we
overestimate what we think we will sell. This
forces us to be very conservative on the food and
supplies so we can sell out. The second change
concerns the size of our space. For the last two
years we have had a 10 x 20 space. This year we
are confined to a 12 x 12 space. We will be using
one tent instead of two. We will have to make
some different arrangements for storage of
supplies and we will have to limit the people
working the area. A full discussion will be held at
the August meeting.
