Civil War soldier gets Union, Confederate markers

Feuding relatives reach agreement on soldier who is&d on both sides

CHARLOTTE — A Civil War soldier will soon have two markers at his grave — one Confederate and ¢ne

Union — after feuding relatives reached an agreement this week.
Stephen Shook, who relatives say died June 10, 1902, had been resting under a Union Army tombstor
at least 1920 in a private cemetery in Madison County, north of Asheville.

Relatives visiting the cemetery in the summer of 2006 quickly noticed that Shook’s Uniastdos which
lists him as a sergeant, had been replaced with a Confederate tombstone. The Uniwasskging on the
ground nearby, undamaged.

Richard Hill of Gastonia, a relative of the soldier, was charged this month isdta@ounty with
desecrating a grave.

The charge was dropped this week after family members met with prosecutossrentb@n agreement, a
spokeswoman with the district attorney’s office said.

According to the district attorney’s office, Hill has agreed not to disturb thenlstone, which was put back
in May, if he can place a plaque at the foot of the grave noting Shook’s Confedevate.s

When contacted by phone Sunday, Hill declined comment.

Shook’s great-great-grandson, Bennie Whitt, 51, of Mars Hill, said he and other faamnillyers were upset
that Shook’s grave was disturbed without permission.

“To us it wasn’t really no big deal as far as the Yankee or Confederate dealt’s@fthit"... but this was a
historical marker, and it upset us more that someone went in there and (did) this.”

In fact, his family history indicates that Shook switched sides during the virtt, $&id.

Whitt said his great-great-grandfather entered the war as a Confestddage but left when he was denied a
leave of absence to attend the funeral of his 9-year-old daughter, who died wizléree was away.
Shook later enlisted in the Union Army with a Tennessee cavalry unit, Whitt said.

Shook’s tale, if true, was a familiar one during the Civil War, said James Hagpogiate history professor
at UNC Charlotte. A graduate of the U.S. Military Academy at West Raiht12 years active duty
experience in the U.S. Army, Hogue has focused much of his research on the Civil War

Online records of Civil War soldiers at the National Park Service list fotiesrior the name Stephen
Shook.

Three of them show privates in the Confederate Army, cavalry and infantry, ¥fettedt North Carolina
units and one Stephen Shook in the Tennessee cavalry of the Union Army.

According to the records, the Union Army soldier entered as a private ansl éefieageant.

Soldiers’ deserting their units was a problem for both sides during the CiviHvgue said. Letters from
home telling soldiers of sickness or pleading for help with the crop harvests pdomany to leave, often
without permission, and most never returned, Hogue said.

North Carolina provided the highest number of soldiers for the war, with an estimated 125,60 ba

the highest number of deserters, estimated at between 10,000 and 15,000, Hogue said.
